On the website spreadsheet under Facilities, there is a location of Hwy 99 & 3rd Street. ID is 352, name is Glen Nelson, Inc.

Questions:
What is the actual address? Hwy 99 is 3rd Street in Lafayette, so what would the cross street be?

What is the type of tank registered?

2. On the Cleanup Site List, there are two locations (491 3rd Street, Log Number 36-92-4091 and 621 3Rd Street, Log Number 36-94-4034). Neither of these show a work completed date, and the second reference does not show a start date. When I spoke with the receptionist at DEQ, she stated there was no one assigned to either of these.

Questions:
What is the status and why is there no follow up date shown?


What type of tanks are these?

As these cases are 16 and 14 years old, respectively, what systems are in place to cause closure of the cases?




What type of enforcement has taken place?

As an aside, I had two complaints previously regarding a leaking pump station the city owns next to my home. This included photos and a video of sewage leaking out of the station into the canyon that feeds into the creek. I received a voice mail advising the city said it was ‘handling the issue’. At a recent council meeting, the city administrator advised it would be resolved in about 10 years. Is this an acceptable answer? Please also advise the status of those complaints.
